The results of the Class X (ICSE) Year 2017 Examinations will be declared on Monday. 29th May 2017 at 03:00 PM.
Individual candidates can access the results by logging into the Council's website ww.cisce.org
Steps to be followed for accessing results on Council's website:
After logging into the Council's website, click on the link ‘Results 2017’.
For accessing the ICSE 2017 Examination Results, a candidate may click on the link ‘ICSE’.
For accessing the ICSE 2017 Examination Result, the candidate needs to enter in his/her correct Unique ID and CAPTCHA as shown on the screen.
The instructions to view results arc provided on the results web page itself. The user may follow the same.
The results of individual candidates can also he received through SMS.
Steps to be followed for receiving the results through SMS:

For receiving the ICSE 2017 Examination Result through SMS, the candidate needs to type his/her Unique ID in the following way, in the 'New Message' box: ICSE 1234567 (Seven Digit Unique ID)

Recheck: From this year the Council has made a provision for the candidates to apply for recheck directly through the Council's website www.ciscc.org .
The online module for submitting the request for recheck of results will remain open for ONLY SEVEN DAYS from the day of the declaration of the results. (From 29th May 2017 till 4th June 2017)

DigiLocker From the current year onwards, the Council intends to make the digitally signed copies of the Statements of Marks and Pass Certificates available for the candidates taking the ICSE Examinations through the Digi Lockcr facility established by the Department of Electronics and Information Technology, Government of India. 

Signing up for Digi Locker (digilocker.gov.in) is easy - all you need is a mobile number. The mobile number will be authenticated by sending an OTP (one-time password) followed by selecting a username and password. This will create the Digi Locker account. After the Digi Lockcr account is successfully created, one can download the electronic documents issued by the CISCE.
